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Kindly note that your right to access, rectify, or delete your Personal Data we hold about
you is not absolute. There are instances where applicable law or regulatory requirements
allow or require us to refuse your request. In addition, the Personal Data may have already
been destroyed, erased, or made anonymous in accordance with our record retention
obligations and practices as described above in Section 12.

If we cannot provide you with access to, or rectification or deletion of your Personal Data,
we will inform you of the reasons why, subject to any legal or regulatory restrictions. We
can assure you we will not discriminate you for exercising any of your rights described in
these Principles.

Should our Personal Data Processing practices change or there shall be a need to amend
these principles under the applicable law, case-law or guidelines issued by competent
authorities, we are entitled to unilaterally amend these principles at any time. Our most
recent principles will always be published on our website, and we urge you to check this at
least once a month.
